 I will make a point of leaving the classroom and all places I go as clean and tidy as when I arrived. 

 I will obviously take care not to damage educational materials (players, books, games, etc.) 

which Berlitz Kids & Teens provides me with during the lessons and/or activities. 

 I will concentrate on the activities in order to improve. I will consequently not eat, drink or use 

my mobile telephone during lessons. 

 If I am not able to attend a scheduled lesson due to any reason whatsoever, I will inform Berlitz 

Kids & Teens. 
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At the camp or course: 

 I will show the same respect for the supervisors and leaders as the Berlitz Kids & Teens teachers 

and, in particular, during the safety instructions. 

 I will not leave the centre unless I am accompanied by a Berlitz teacher or a Ranch Don Diego / 

La Rose Des Sables / Foot 2000 or Golf d’Enghien supervisor. 

 I will respect the communal areas: dining area, classrooms, bedrooms1, showers, bathrooms, 

toilets, play areas, courtyard, garden, etc. 

 I am aware of the importance of hygiene and being well presented, I will wash myself every day 

and I will dress appropriately for each activity. 

 I do not smoke, I do not drink alcohol and I do not use drugs in accordance with Belgian law.
